SUMMARY

The use of metaphor in political discourse is a linguistic strategy that has been traditionally used all over the
world. Despite the fact that this topic has drawn a considerable attention among the researchers in the field
(Musolff, 2004), 1 have decided to revisit it in order to make a new attempt in revealing the ways how metaphor
functions in political discourse. Thus the aim of the article is to contribute to the field of metaphor in political
discourse by showing the manipulating power of metaphor for pragmatic and strategic purposes in the discourses of
American politicians. The paper sheds a light on the ways how metaphors are used to navigate the potential voters
on various political issues in terms of the formation of their attitude towards these issues. Metaphors help the voters
to identify with and understand their beliefs and goals within the political culture of their country.
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
