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THE DISTURBANCES IN JORDAN: THE BACKWARD GLANCE 
AT THE COUNTRY’S HISTORY IN THE LIGHT OF THE PRESENT DAY

SUMMARY

The disturbances in Jordan started on 22 January, 2011 under the influence of 
revolution in Tunis involved many cities of the Kingdom at once. The inflation, unemployment 
and poverty increased particularly in the period ruled over by Samir al-Rifai government have 
caused them. Under the impact of the protestants on the 1 February, 2011 this government 
resigned and Maruf al-Bahit was appointed as the new prime minister. At the same time on 24 
March, 2011 the students and the intellectuals announced about the foundation of the «The 24 
March Movement» that started the protest against newly-appointed prime minister. On 17 
October, 2011 Maruf al-Bahit government resigned. Side by side with this in the territory of 
Jordan various radical groups became more active and the «Muslim Brothers» movement 
should be noted amongst them. 
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
